Stewardship Update

We are grateful for the continued financial
support of our congregation. Through the month
of August we have had income of $186,802 and
expenses of $189,417, leaving us with a modest
shortfall of $2615 in our General Fund. This is
encouraging for us at the end of the summer, and
it compares favorably to 2016, when at this same
time we had income of $178,335 and expenses of
$188,863. So again, we are grateful to our
congregation for its generous support of our
church and its ministries.
